The Alfa Romeo Giulietta TCT debuts at the Geneva show ahead of its summer launch. Fitted with Alfa Romeo’s new Twin Clutch Transmission - the first automatic transmission available with fuel-saving Start&Stop technology in a mainstream car - the CO2 emissions of the 170hp, 1.4-litre, MultiAir Turbo Petrol version drop to 121g/km and fuel economy improves to 5.2L/100km. 

Alfa TCT will also be available with the 170hp 2.0-litre JTDM diesel engine, reducing its emissions to 119g/km and improving its fuel economy to 4.7L/100km.

The Alfa Romeo MiTo also enjoys a mild refresh (new colours, fabrics and technologies) while the high-performance Cloverleaf version is revised make it even more driver-focussed, with new 18-inch alloys wheels (first seen on the Giulietta Cloverleaf) and lightweight Sabelt bucket seats amongst the new options.
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
